Publicity

Project publicity must contain the relevant logos and/or associated wording.

· Examples of publicity include leaflets, newsletters, posters, billboards, plaques, websites, letterheads and compliment slips, job advertisements (for posts funded by RDPE) and audio-visual material. 

See detailed guidance for more information and wording for acknowledging the role of project funders.

· For non-visual applications such as a radio advertisement an acknowledgement should be included in the script (see detailed guidance for wording)
· It is strongly advised that any draft publicity is forwarded to the LEADER team before being finalised.
· It is important that you retain evidence of publicity material for when your project comes to be monitored or audited.
